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I have included the family lineage for John Luff, as above, however there are missing records to 

substantiate this lineage, but I feel this is a reasonable assumption to make about the ancestry. 

 

John Luff(e) was baptised at St Andrew’s Church on 21st March 1724.  He is the son of William & 

Elizabeth Luff who were living in Wrecclesham near Farnham.
